Thoughtful actions

Clean communities don’t happen by accident, it’s because neighbours take small
thoughtful steps every day.

A few simple habits can go a long way toward keeping our streets tidy, collections
running smoothly, and our shared spaces looking their best.

It starts at the curb

e Bag and tie or bundle materials securely, to help prevent litter blowing away and
keep collection running efficiently.

e Set materials out no earlier than the night before and no later than 7 a.m. on
collection day.

e Report missed items the same day to help crews respond quickly and keep small
issues from becoming ongoing problems.

* Remove stickered items from the curb as soon as possible, correct the issue and set
them out next time or if they aren’t eligible for curbside collection, drop-off at the
appropriate location.

e Keep collection bins tidy with no loose material left behind to help to reduce animal
interest and maintain clean, welcoming streets for everyone.

If you use a shared collection point, make sure all civic addresses are clearly noted and
work together with neighbours to keep the area clean and organized.

Follow to the finish

Weigh tickets are available for all loads. If you ask or pay someone to take materials to
the Waste Management Centre for you, request a copy of the ticket. It’s a simple way to
confirm your materials were delivered properly and responsibly.

When we all do our part, we create cleaner streets, smoother collections, and a community
we’re proud to call home.

One Province
One recycling program

In December 2025, Nova Scotia joined provinces across Canada

What is EPR? in implementing Extended Producer Responsibility (EPR) for
Packaging, Paper Products and Packing-Like Products (PPP)
regulations.

This new management of our recycling system will see those who produce and sell
packaging and paper taking responsibility for the recycling of those items, both
financially and operationally.

These regulations have shown to increase recyclability (design-for-environment
improvements), greater end market options (greater volumes and higher quality
recyclables), and operational efficiencies that can only be achieved with province-wide

systems.
Who is Circular Materials is a national not-for-profit organization that
Circular builds efficient and effective recycling systems. They are the
Materials? producer responsibility organization that is responsible for the

new system. Prior to December 1, 2025, they have been working
with all municipalities and First Nation communities to ensure a successful program
launch in Nova Scotia .

What does e You can now put out an unlimited number of blue recycling
this mean for bags on your collection day. The r.est of your curbside
East Hants? collection stays the same. Same pickup day, same blue bag

setup, same flat/bundled cardboard rules.

e More items can go in your blue bag. Hot and cold beverage cups, deodorant and
toothpaste tubes, frozen juice containers, ice cream tubs, and more — all accepted
with your container recycling. (Iltems must be empty, not perfectly clean.)

e One province, one recycling guide — everyone will finally follow the same rules!

Stewardship
Programming

Stewardship programs help make recycling more convenient for typically challenging
products, and support better environmental outcomes by encouraging companies to design
products that create less waste in the first place.

These are based on the idea that the companies who make and sell products should also be
responsible for what happens to them when we’re finished using them, including their
packaging. Instead of these costs being paid through municipal taxes, they are built into the
price of the product and paid for by the people who buy and use them.
